The tiles reproduce pietra shell stone,

a limestone extracted from quarries
particularly rich in marble residues, containing
inclusions of varying sizes. These inclusions
create the unique character of this flooring,
suitable for both classic and contemporary
settings. Graphic designs with larger and
smaller inclusions are available. The series
also includes a coordinated BOxB0 floor and
plinth.

The unusual stone design on the decorative
pieces is combined with a geometric pattern
in two colours on the background tiles.
Accents in shiny material enhance the appeal
of the decorative elements.

The Granet Museum is a major art collection
founded in the mid-19%" century by Francois
Granet, a native of Aix-en-Provence.

For connoisseurs
of medieval architecture, the city offers a
wealth of impressions, including the majestic
Avignon Palace of light stone and the well-
preserved fortified wall, which stretches
over 4 kilometers.

Burgundy stone (Pietra di Borgogna)

Roussillon is the name of a village southeast
of Avignon situated near unique crimson-red
cliffs. Here, people mined ochre, a valuable
dye, until the early 20" century. Now, this
place, known as the 'red village of Provence,
is included in the list of the most beautiful
places in France.

These matt tiles, size 30x60, reproduce
the beauty of cocciopesto, a lime plaster
known since ancient Roman times.

To create the effect of smooth stone with
terracotta inclusions on the wall, we added
crushed fragments of brick or tile to the
lime. Coatings made from this material,
distinguished by their water resistance and
durability, were used, among other things,
in the construction of baths and agueducts.
Today, the aesthetics of cocciopesto is
appreciated for its unigue texture and warm,
natural colour palette.

The Roussillon decorative elements are
available in each of the five background tile
colours. The three-dimensional geometric
pattern contains inclusions that shimmer

in the light, creating a metallic effect.
When combined with a matte layout, these
decorative elements perfectly highlight the
character of the series.

The Verdon Gorge and the national park
of the same name are a world-famous
natural landmark.

TECHNOLOGIES

Monocottura (from ltalian mono — one, cottura — firing) is a technology for the
production of ceramic tiles by single firing. The tiles are pressed, glazed and decorated
and then fired only once at a temperature of 1170-1190°C. Single-fired tiles are mainly
used for flooring and facades.

Bicottura (from Italian bi — two, cottura — firing) is a glazed ceramic tiles production
technology that involves two firings. During the first firing (1120-1150°C), the ceramic
products reach their geometric stability and final dimensions. During the second firing
(1050-1100°C), the tiles are glazed and the design, including digitally printed images, is
fixed. In most cases, this is how wall tiles for interior are produced.

Third firing is a technological stage of production of decorative elements on the basis
of standard double-fired tiles. Following application of decorative materials to the
surface of tiles, the ceramic products are fired at temperatures ranging from 900 to
1040°C. Decorated surface may be matt, shiny, or with relief.

Porcelain gres is made of white fire clays and high-quality feldspars with almost no
impurities, produced with a pressure of up to 500 kg/cm? and fired at temperatures
up to 1220°C. The result of this process is a very compact material with a water
absorption of < 0.5% and a very strong mechanical resistance. There are two types of
porcelain gres: glazed and unglazed. Glazed porcelain gres can feature a natural (matt)
or semi-polished (lappato) surface.

Lappato porcelain gres is manufactured with utilization of surface grinding, lappato
technology (Ital. lappato - buffed, polished), which is widely used today. The technology
is intended for production of porcelain gres with an inimitable pattern on its front-
face surface. Special grinding stones are used for this purpose. Unlike conventional
polishing, grinding takes less time and a thinner layer is removed from the surface
of porcelain gres, which improves its technical characteristics. The pattern, or the
ornament, does not change depending on the used type of lappato, which is additional
surface treatment. There are several types of lappato:

Lappato type “In cresta” (Ital.). Various materials are applied to the surface of
a tile for achieving a light-structured surface; after that superficial polishing of
the “tops” is performed. This technology creates the effect of a semi-polished
surface. Such treatment results in an inimitable pattern and unique, combined,
heterogeneous finish: polished segments mixed with a rough surface.

Lappato type “Campo pieno” (Ital.) A significant layer of special material is applied
to the surface of a tile; after that the tile is treated to imitate a smooth, polished
surface without irregularities, inclusions, etc.

Edged (rectified) porcelain gres - a product subject to additional mechanical treatment,
i.e. edged in length and width (rectified - Ital. rettifica - correction, rectification). Edged
porcelain gres is of uniform size, which allows laying it with minimum joints.

Water jet cutting (hydrojet) — a method of material cutting with the help of a high
pressure water jet with solid microfine particles. It allows cutting shapes of any
complexity from tiles or porcelain gres.

Compound decorative element — a decorative element made (composed) of several
shaped segments produced with the help of hydrojet technology. Separate segments
can be mounted on a special mesh.

Mosaic decorative element — a decorative element made of chips of different size and
shape mounted on a special mesh.

SAB (from Italian “Sabbiatura” - sandblasting) — a technology that consists in the
application of decorative material on porcelain gres. The drawing is applied to the
porcelain gres using abrasive flow on the surface of the tile through a special metal
stencil.

The depth of the relief can vary from superficial to pronounced. Different effects can
be achieved thanks to the adjustment of the technological settings of the equipment,
such as pressure and speed of the nozzle. After sandblasting, the tile surface is covered
with a special protective composition. Thus, the properties of such decorative porcelain
gres product do not differ from those of ordinary porcelain gres.

TECHNOLOGIES OF STEPS
PRODUCTION

1. Stamped steps / 30x30, 30x60 cm

The easiest form of steps to manufacture. Steps have non-skid strips, which
are formed on the tile in the process of compressing the molding powder,
i.e., at the time of porcelain gres production. No additional technological
operations in the production of this kind of steps are needed.

2. Steps with saw cuts and rounding/ 30x60, 30x119,5 cm

Basic porcelain gres tile is used for manufacturing steps with saw cuts and
curvature. If the size of the tile is more than the set format of step, the latter
is cut to the desired size (for example, steps in a series of “Monte Avella”). In
each tile, four recessed cuts are made by the special equipment in order to
create an anti-slip effect. Next process is milling the radius of the chamfer
on the front side of the step.

3. Steps with shaped end wall / frontal

30x30, 30%60, 42x30, 42x34 cm, corner 30x30, 34x34 cm

For the production of the upper part of the step (tread), the basic porcelain
gres tile is used. If the size of the tile is more than the set format of step, the
latter is cut to the desired size (for example, steps in a series of “Terrace”).
Shaped end wall elements are manufactured separately on the special
elements production line; the digital print graphics, matching the graphics of
the basic tiles, is drawn on them. Ready end wall elements are cut to the size
of the step, and then are glued to it with the special adhesive.

For the corner steps two types of shaped end wall elements are available
- right and left. They are cut at a 45-degree angle and glued to the top of
the step.

4. Glued steps / frontal 33x60, 33x119,5 cm,

corner - 33x33 cm

This type of steps is modern and versatile, and is perfectly suited for both
public and private interiors. The peculiarity of this type is the possibility of
manufacturing steps with large length. Production of glued steps requires
accurate geometry of the base tile and a large number of operations.

For the step production, porcelain gres basic tiles are used, which are cut
into its constituent elements - the top part (the tread) and two end wall
elements (vertical and horizontal). On the front steps, made of lappato
porcelain gres, additionally, four non-skid strips with depth are milled.
Corner steps of this type can be universal, right or left.

The need for manufacturing of right and left corner steps is due to the
presence of specific graphics (the direction of the drawing) on the basic tile.
In the manufacturing process of corner steps, the top part (the tread) is
assembled from two elements (triangles). In the manufacture of corner
steps from lappato porcelain gres, anti-slip cutting with depth are milled
on triangles, which, when assembled, are located at a 90-degree angle to
each other.

The next stage of production is the chamfering on all the step elements,
to which glue is applied later — on the front part of the tread and end wall
elements.

The last stage of the production process is the assembly and gluing of steps.
Special adhesive, used for the production of glued steps, is dyed in the
colour of the base of tile (biscuit) that ensures invisibility of joints.

Second and third grade tile can come
in brown containers.

Packing data for the pallets. Containers with tiles shall be put on pallets. The
pallet weight depends on the format of the tiles (see Tables). The weight of
the pallet with decorative elements shall not exceed 800 kg. Each pallet shall
be fixed by a polypropylene strip horizontally and vertically and wrapped
with a polyethylene film.

CONSUMER INFORMATION

Warning! Fragile. The ceramic tiles and porcelain gres are strong finishing
materials but shall be protected against any shocks.

Ceramic floor tiles and porcelain gres can be of different sizes. It is strongly
recommended to use the products of the same calibre to facilitate tile paving
(including laying of tiles with different article numbers).

The actual size of the rectified porcelain gres is smaller than the nominal
size within the standard tolerance limits. The catalogue contains the
nominal size.

Different lots of ceramic tiles and porcelain gres may have slightly
different colour. Pay attention to the shade identification mark. It is strongly
recommended to purchase the products of the same shade.

Tolerances for the curvature have been established for ceramic materials.
Insignificant positive (convexity) and negative (concavity) deviations within
the tolerance limits shall not be a basis for the rejection.

SLIP RESISTANCE

The main safety requirement is slip resistance, which is essential for porcelain
gres used in residential, public or industrial buildings, as well as for porcelain
gres that is used outside. This parameter defines the ability of surfaces to
prevent slipping of objects above. The most widespread method for measuring
slip resistance (coefficient of friction) is the German DIN Standard method. The
result of testing is expressed in floor slope angle needed to make an object slip.

From 2023, the European standard EN 16165, which regulates test methods
for determining the slip resistance of surfaces, was introduced. The standard
includes tests on an inclined surface in bare feet and shod feet.

NOTES TO THE SPECIFICATION TABLE

Water absorption — is the ratio of the mass of water absorbed by the
sample at its full saturation to the dry mass of the sample. Water absorption
rate of porcelain gres shall be defined according to EN ISO 10545-3. Water
absorption rate shall not exceed 0.5%. According to the European standard
EN14411, dry-press ceramic tiles are divided into the following groups
according to the water absorption rate:

Bla group - low water absorption rate E< 0.5%

Blb group - low water absorption rate 0.5<E< 3%

Blla group - water absorption rate 3% < E< 6%

Bllb group - water absorption rate 6%<E< 10%

Blll group - water absorption rate E>10%

Glaze cracking resistance — a feature indicating if the tile glaze can stand
high temperature (159+1 °C) and pressure (500+20 kPa) without cracking.

Strength properties

According to EN ISO 10545-4 strength properties include breaking load,
breaking stength and modulus of rupture measured at a definite force speed
applied in the middle of the tile.

Breaking load — a value of force, in Newton, the application of
which causes the damage of the tested sample. It is measured
according to a measuring instrument scale.

Breaking strength — a value, in Newton, generated by the
multiplication of the breaking load and the distance between
support bars divided by the width of the tested sample.

Modulus of rupture — a value, in Newton/mm, generated by the
division of the estimated breaking strength by the squared minimum
thickness of the tested sample along the fracture line.

Deep abrasion resistance — one of the major characteristics of porcelain
gres, the standard value of which is set by the international standard EN
ISO10545-6. It basically indicates the number of cubic millimeters the
tested material loses under certain abrasive impact. Water absorption rate
is also important for this parameter: the higher is water absorption rate, the
lower is deep abrasion resistance rate.

Resistance to surface abrasion (class of resistance) is one of the major
properties of glazed tiles for flooring which influences on how long the
tile surface will preserve its exterior appearance without visible changes.
According to the European standard EN14411 (Appendix N), glazed ceramic
tiles are classified into 6 groups depending on their wear resistance:

Class 0 Glazed ceramic tiles of this class are not recommended for
floors.
Class 1 is recommended for floors subject to no abrasive dirt, or

areas where shoes with soft soles or no shoes are used (e.g.
bathrooms in apartments and bedrooms without an entrance
from the outside).

Class 2 is recommended for floors subject to a minimum level of
abrasive dirt and areas where shoes with soft sole or ordinary
shoes are used (living premises in the houses, except for
kitchen, entrance hall and similar premises involving much
walking. This shall not include special shoes, e.g. high-heeled
shoes).

Class 3 is recommended for floors subject to a low level of abrasive
dirt, areas where ordinary shoes are used and premises
involving much walking (e.g. kitchen, entrance hall, corridors,
balcony, loggia and terrace. This shall not include special
shoes, e.g. high-heeled shoes).

Class 4 is recommended for floors subject to a low level of abrasive
dirt and premises subject to regular walking at the rate higher
than for class 3 (e.g. kitchen at the production enterprise,
hotels, showrooms and commercial premises).

Class 5 is recommended for floors subject to a low level of abrasive
dirt and premises subject to intense walking for a long period
of time which puts an excessive load on the glazed ceramic
tile (e.g. public premises, such as shopping malls, airport
lounges, hotel lobbies, public pedestrian paths and industrial
Zones).

Calibre (work size) — is a conventional designation of manufacturing size
of the tile set for the production process, the actual size of the tile shall
correspond to, with account of certain tolerance limits. The product is
sorted into lots of one production size (calibre). Size is marked on a package.

Shade — colour value of a ceramic tile or porcelain gres lot that can slightly
differ from the declared colour. The shade is marked on a container with a
number.

Thermal expansion coefficient indicates the increase/decrease of the tile
dimensions during heating/cooling. It is extremely important for laying of
porcelain gres over big areas indoors (to calculate the width of the expansive
joints properly) and outdoors (in order to select the best suitable fastening
option, type of adhesive compound and calculate tile-to-tile gaps).

Thermal shock resistance — the ability of ceramic items to endure sharp
temperature changes. This parameter depends on various physical, chemical
and thermomechanical properties of the material, its shape, size, heating
and cooling conditions.

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Frost resistance — ability of water saturated ceramic items to resist without
any damage the impact of multiple freezing in the air and thawing in water.
Frost resistance degree is a number of cycles (freeze/thaw) a sample stands
without any damage. According to GOST 13996-2019, the freeze/thaw
cycle described in GOST 27180-2019 is repeated at least 100 times.

Stains resistance is defined in compliance with GOST 27180-2019, 1SO
10545-14. During testing, polluting agents are applied according to the
following procedure: trace-forming green and red stainers (pastes) in liquid
oil. The resistance rate of a ceramic surface to polluting agents depends on
the efficiency and ease of their removal. There are four cleaning methods
applied in combination with the corresponding cleaning agents (hot water,
weak cleaning agent, strong cleaning agent, and various solvents).

Method A — running hot water.

Method B — manual cleaning with a weak cleaning agent.
Method C — mechanical treatment with a strong cleaning agent.
Method D — dipping into the corresponding solvent.

The class is assigned upon completion of a visual assessment of the result.
The highest class of stains resistance and stains removal ease is class 5; the
lowest one is class 1.

Chemical stability — ability of the tile (glaze) surface or porcelain gres
to withstand a contact with chemical substances (household chemistry
products, additives for pools, salts and acids) at room temperature without
getting its appearance changed. Acc. to I1SO 10545-13 ceramic tile and
porcelain gres are classified into Chemical Stability groups as follows:
Unglazed (UGL)

Class A — no visual changes;

Class B — visual changes at the shear surface

Class C — visual changes at the shear surface, on the sample edge and on
the front side.

Glazed (GL)

Class A — no visual changes;

Class B — strong changes of the appearance;

Class C — partial or full loss of the original surface.

Before the letter of Class, a letter standing for the tile type (G-glazed,
U-unglazed) is added. Letter H in the abbreviation indicates resistance to
acids and alkali of high concentration; letter L indicates respectively low
concentration. If none of these letters is added, it means that the tile is
resistant to household chemical agents and additives for swimming pools.
Thus, UHA, ULA or UA abbreviations stand for «unglazed tile belonging to
A Class». GHB, GLB or GB abbreviations stand for «glazed tile, belonging to
B Class».

Coefficient of friction

KERAMA MARAZZI porcelain gres has been tested with the help of the BCR
(British Ceramic Research Association) method developed in Great Britain
to define the coefficient of sliding friction. BCR method utilizes a classifying
scale from O to 1. According to the scale 0.1 friction coefficient means
«hazardous», while 0.9 friction coefficient means «excellent».

BCR friction coefficient of KERAMA MARAZZI porcelain gres is equal
to u>0.4, which is considered a satisfactory degree of friction resistance
according to the classifying scale.

In compliance with BCR method, KERAMA MARAZZI porcelain gres is a
product with skid-proof surface suitable for all types of premises with no
tough requirements set to skid-proof properties.

! Defining the friction coefficient is not mandatory for the manufacturers
undergoing the certification procedures, since none of the methods is
included in the European standards.

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LAYING OF CERAMIC
MATERIALS

Prior to starting any laying works onto any surface it is necessary to make
sure that ceramic materials are available in the required amount, tone and
caliber. All the works related to preparing the surface, selecting a grout or a
glue, as well as with maintaining the drying-out terms and regime, should be
performed correctly and accurately.

Laying with the use of adhesive compounds

Laying must be performed by qualified personnel equipped with necessary
tools. The surface used for laying (a wall or a cement screed) shall be
level, without dust and visually observed cracks. Maximum tolerable level
difference should not exceed 3 mm when measured with a 2-meter-long
straight rule.

Selection of an adhesive compound depends on the size and type of the tile,
as well as on the surface being laid and its designation. In order to eliminate
possible defects, the laid products should be checked before the adhesive
compound is dried out. In case if any dimension of the tile is more than 30
cm, laying with the use of fresh cement mortar on a non-absorbing base is
not recommended.

Making joints

Joints are the most important element in keeping the faced surface in proper
condition. The following standards of tile-to-tile gaps have been worked out
for different materials and options of their application:

o for wall tiles (interior) — minimum 2 mm:;

« for porcelain gres (interior) - 2 mm for rectified one, 3-4 mm for non-
rectified one;

« for porcelain gres (exterior) - 6-8 mm depending on the size.

In case if the above-listed standards are not followed, no claims to the
ceramic cover quality will be accepted. Joints must be made not only
between separate tiles but between the tiles and other covering materials
(parquet, wood, stone etc.) as well.

Grouting joints on the laid surface

Prior to grouting the joints:

it is recommended to wait until complete dry-out of the glue and to make
sure that the laying joints are clean and do not contain any glue or dust
remainders.

It is recommended to use a tile grout of the same colour as the tiles. When
using a grouting agent of a contrast colour, it should be first tested on a
small-size area in order to make sure that the surface can be cleaned easily.
If the area gets coloured, treat the surface of the tiles with a protective
agent preventing colouring pigments from penetrating into the micro voids
that might be present on the surface of the tiles.

It is recommended to consult the grouting agent manufacturer in order to
make sure that it is selected correctly for the exact type of the ceramic
covering.

Grouting process:

Joints should be grouted in small areas of 4-5 sq. m.

Remove all the overages of the grouting agent from the tiles surface.
Carefully wash the entire surface including the joints with a sponge wetted
with clear transparent water.

For the case of epoxy grouting agents, it is recommended to clean with a
sponge or a rag wetted with water heavily. Reaction rate and hardening of
such grouting agents makes it difficult to remove possible overages after
the hardening.

The next day after grouting the joints a full-scale cleaning with the use of a
non-aggressive detergent should be performed.

KERAMA MARAZZI wall tiles and
porcelain gres should be laid by properly skilled professionals.

PORCELAIN GRES LAYING
RECOMMENDATIONS

Before laying, itis necessary to make sure the material meets the requirements
in terms of its amount, tone, and caliber. Laying must be performed by
qualified personnel equipped with necessary tools. The surface used for
laying shall be level, without significant differences in height (not more than
3 mm per 2 m). Glue shall be selected depending on the surface, type of
tiles, and their format.

When laying rectangular tiles with a shift, the size of the shift shall not
exceed 20% of the length of the longest side of tiles.

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TILE LEVELLING
SYSTEMS

Levelling systems for ceramic tile and porcelain gres (TLS) are easy to use and
ensure even surface when laying the tiles on the floor and the walls. Here are
examples of levelling systems.

DLS system: Non-reusable base (1) is a white plastic product with special
«tails». Due to these tails no installation crosses are necessary, and any tile
laying method can be used: with x-joints, in brick pattern or without crossing.
One base provides simultaneous level control of up to four tiles. A wedge (1)
is inserted into the hole in the base center and fixed with a special clamp (1).
The system forms a seam up to 1.5 mm wide.

Recommendations on base surface preparation and adhesive mixtures

The base surface should be stable, firm, clean and dry, free from dust and
adhesive residues. The proper amount of primer should be applied on the base
surface. In fact, the primer and the subsequently applied adhesive mixture
should be of the same manufacturer (or a special compound based on the
applied adhesive mixture can be used) ensuring improved adhesion between
the tiles and the base surface. It is recommended to use a marking grid or a
laser level.

RECOMMENDATIONS ON WORKING
WITH MAXI SIZES

Correct handling of MAXI sizes requires corresponding preparation of the
installation team consisting of at least two experienced professionals that
are familiar with the systems and methods of work with such materials.

Carrying and installation systems for MAXI sizes

For handling (carrying, lifting) and installation of MAXI sizes a special frame
(1) is required that allows to work with single slabs weighing up to 100 kg.
The frame is equipped with hooks for long-distance transportation (2) and
special hand pump suction cups (3) with safety limit indicator. The suction
cup design enables application even on rough surfaces. Prior to applying the
suction cups clean the cups and the contact area on the tile and wet them
with water.

The frame can be supplied with additional accessories expanding its
functionality (4):

« rollers for effortless longitudinal travel of the frame (when the frame is not
in motion, the rollers can move along the structure, if required);

o tile supports that are used during tile transportation;

« sliding feet making application of tile adhesive more convenient.

Note! Laying MAXI sizes requires even base surface: permissible surface
drops should not exceed 3 mm per 2 m of length. It is recommended to
use elastic adhesives with high adhesion and strength properties and high-
elastic adhesive cement mixtures rated at least C2 (EN 12004) or reaction
resin adhesives rated R2 (EN12004) with adhesion of at least 1MPa (10 kg/
sg.cmy.

Recommendations on installation of raised floors

1) Determine the required height of the supports in advance. This value is
equal to the desired height of the raised floor, minus the thickness of the
porcelain gres slab (15-20 mm).

2) If possible, always start the installation of supports from the corner of the
room or platform where you are laying the raised floor.

3) In situations where a large load is planned for the mounted surface (for
example, in demonstration areas of car showrooms), it is necessary to install
supports not only at the corners, but also under the center of each plate. For
plates of rectangular shape it is recommended to use the mounting with the
use of special metal profiles.

The schemes below show possible options for mounting a raised floor using
the IMPERTEK Balance system. It should be taken into account that in order to
accurately calculate the number of supports and other elements, you will need
to create an individual installation plan.

PATTERN OF THE CERAMIC STEPS
INSTALLATION

Please note that glued step is a decorative product composed of three parts
- cut ceramic elements, glued to each other at the angle of 90° with a
special glue. The main purposes of this glue are fixation of the cut elements
at a certain angle, preservation of integrity during the transportation and
correct positioning during the laying of the step.

Installation instructions:

Due to the almost zero water absorption of the porcelain tile, it is necessary
to use C2 class adhesives with improved adhesion, highly deformable,
suitable for external installation and resistant to temperature fluctuations.
In the case of external laying, adhesive must always be applied using the
double-buttering technique, that is, the adhesive must be applied on both
the substrate and on the back of the tile. Double-buttering is necessary
for tile surface to withstand stresses generated by natural movements due,
for example, to variations in temperature, general use, and pedestrian flow.

ATTENTION! For the perfect grip during the installation of the steps it is
necessary to completely fill the hollow space as shown in A (fig. 1) with
the recommended tile adhesive as shown in fig.2. The special glue used
in factory for gluing the step elements does not guarantee the durability
of the step fixation in the time period, if it is not strengthened by the
recommended tile adhesive.

The laying result is influenced by the local conditions, the experience of the
craftsmen and the quality of preparation of the screed, which according to
the rules must have no cracks and be dry, well cured, even, clean and flat.
Manufacturer is not responsible for any damage caused by violations of the
installation technology and does not consider related complaints.

CARE OF CERAMIC
COVERINGS

Cleaning after laying

Laying is considered to be complete when the working site is cleaned from
the tools and materials been used. In order to reduce the risk of damaging the
surface covered with the tiles, it is necessary to prevent it from contacting
with any abrasive materials (dust, grouting agent remainders).

First wet cleaning after the laying is vitally important for the state of the
surface. Such washing of the ceramic cover is recommended to be done 4-5
days after grouting the joints but not later than 10 days.

A film of cement residue may appear on the cleaned surface with grouted
joints, which cannot be eliminated with water only. In such a case it is
necessary to use an acid-based detergent (reduced in cold water down
to the proportion of 1:10 — 1:4). Avoid drying out of the detergent been
applied and wash the surface heavily 1-2 minutes after the application.

It is recommended to check the product resistance to the applied detergent
using an unlaid tile or on a small area, aesthetics of which will not affect
the overall interior look. This is of particular importance for shiny tiles and
polished porcelain gres.

Regular cleaning

After laying in the kitchen one should treat the surface with special means
to prevent the penetration of oil, grease and colouring agents into the
micropores at the porcelain gres face.

Such cleaning is necessary for removing dirt and restoring the original
appearance of the surface. Regular cleaning should be performed with the
use of neutral detergents. For rooms with porcelain gres flooring a floor
cleaning machine with a nonabrasive washing disc may be used, while
combined, when necessary, with hand washing.

Possible spots of fat or oil can be eliminated with detergents containing
organic solvents or with an alkaline detergent (pH>9) and heavily washed
after. Heavily stained areas should be cleaned with specialized floor cleaners
and, if necessary, stain removers for ceramic surfaces.

Avoid rubbing the surfaces with abrasive materials, such as scourers of metal
shavings or scrubbing brushes, which may result in making scratches and
unwashable traces. Use of abrasive detergents, especially on shiny surfaces,
is not recommended either.

In order to protect lappato porcelain gres from dirt it is recommended to use
agents of FILA (Italy) line, for example, FILA Stop Dirt.

Taking care of decorative products and tiles with metallized surface
Decorative products with a gold, platinum or metal-based pigments
application, as well as ceramic tiles and porcelain gres with decorative
metallized surface require thorough care. To remove dirt it is recommended
to use weak soap solution, non-abrasive pH-neutral washing agents, non-
abrasive household chemical products like the one for enameled tableware.
After the dirt is removed rinse the tile with clean water. Use soft fabric
or sponge for cleaning. It is not allowed to use abrasive cleansing agents
and abrasive materials! Do not use acid-containing products! Before use
of washing and cleansing agents it is recommended to test them on an
unnoticeable tile’s area.
